The replacement can be done only by a qualified electrician.
. Turn off the main power supply.

. Remove the PMMA by punching the hooks.

. Release 3 pieces screws.

. Remove the cover.

. Disconnect the old battery plug and remove it.

. Insert the new battery in the same way as the old battery.
. Close the cover and install the PMMA.

2. Monthly Self-test: Press the test button for 5 seconds or it will activate automatically every 30 days after
installation. The green charge indicator will flash once every second for 128 seconds. If the battery charge
and the LED do not have a problem, the luminaire will return to normal operation after the test.

3. Annual Self-test: Press the test button for 7 seconds or it will activate automatically every 365 days after
installation. The green charge indicator will flash twice every second for 3 hours. If the battery charge, LED
and durability test do not present a problem, the luminaire will return to normal operation after the test.

4. Battery circuit self-test: the luminaire constantly check the battery circuit. If the battery circuit is not
found to be normal, the red error indicator will flash once every second until the battery is replaced.

PARTS:
e The luminaire contains no user replaceable components other than the battery pack contained in emergency
versions.

BATTERY:

¢ It is operated and maintained by regular tests, as described in detail in this document.

e The battery must be replaced in case it cannot support the minimum duration autonomy of 3 hours.
Suspension of product operation: in case of not using the product for a period of the installer must execute the
following steps:

1. Disconnect the main power supply.

2. Press the test button one time.

3. After button is pressed the LED will stop emitting and the operation of battery protection will start.

If the above sequence did not apply then the battery will discharge on a certain limit until the battery protection
operation starts.

Minimum recommended test schedule:

¢ Daily: check that the green indicators is active and the red error indicator is inactive.

e Monthly: check that the green indicators is active and the red error indicator is inactive

(After the monthly self-test).

e Annually: check that the green indicators is active and the red error indicator is inactive

(After the monthly self-test).

NOTE: If red error indicator is activated after any of the above or if the luminaire does not work as described in
this document, contact the installer.
